Tasting notes
Softer, instantly approachable and with more ripe fruit flavors to bal-
ance the traditional intensity of Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc. The 
grapefruit nose opens to a full and fruity mouthful of passion fruit 
and pineapple.

Winemaking
Barker’s Marque’s winemaker, Simon Barker, makes wine that 
adds Texture and Balance to the Intensity of the world famous 
Marlborough Sauvignon Blancs. Fermented at cooler tempera-
tures in stainless steel tanks to preserve the aromatic qualities 
and racked off its lees early to preserve freshness. Produced 
in an environmentally sound way with minimal intervention 
between vine and wine.
